RAFFLE INSTRUCTIONS

 for Private Orgs / Unofficial Activities
As discussed here is the portion of South Dakota law that POs are required

to comply with pursuant to AFI 36-3101 when they want to have a raffle:

Under South Dakota Codified  Law (SDCL) § 22-25-24 a raffle is considered a

type of lottery.  Furthermore, under SDCL § 22-25-26 an unauthorized lottery

is a Class 2 misdemeanor.  For a lottery to be authorized and therefore

non-criminal, the requirements of SDCL § 22-25-25 must be satisfied.

Specifically, the value of the prize must be under $2,000, the value of the

prize must be stated before raffle tickets are sold, and the PO must,

"before selling any chances for a lottery give thirty days' written notice

of the time and place thereof to the governing body of the county or

municipality in which it intends to conduct the bingo game or lottery, and

the governing body does not pass a resolution objecting thereto."

Additionally, "the actual value of any lottery prize [must be] stated before

any chances for the lottery are sold."

Essentially, they need to make sure the value of the prize is under $2,000

and need to give notice to the county the raffle is going to be conducted in

(this applies even if the raffle is being held on base).  They should also

be stating/displaying the value of the prize during the raffle.
