
Dissolution 

 

- In case of dissolution, funds in the treasury will be used to satisfy any outstanding debts, 

liabilities, or obligations 

 

- The balance of assets will be disposed of as determined by the membership 

 Must be included in the constitution or bylaws 

 Examples include donation of residual assets to the installation morale, welfare, 

and recreation fund or contribution to an off-base charity (disposition must not 

reflect unfavorably upon the PO or the Air Force) 

 

- PO should notify the Services Commander/Division Chief prior to dissolution of the 

intent to dissolve the PO and prepare a time-phased action plan to do so. Guidelines to 

consider prior to dissolution: 

 Limit expenditures to those required to liquidate liabilities or pay essential bills 

 PO assets will not be split among members or sold exclusively to members at 

dissolution. However, assets could be sold at a base-wide sale 

 Notify vendors of dissolution and cancel outstanding orders 

 For disposal of assets, use AFI 34-201, Use of Nonappropriated Funds, as a guide 

 

- All records and documentation remain property of the PO 

 

- Any unpaid obligations remain the responsibility of the PO members
