Observe, participate, and engage in activities with 
children and youth. 

 
Provide direct interventions in the classroom      
setting. 
 
Model behavioral management techniques and     
provide feedback to staff. 
 

Suggest courses of age-appropriate behavioral    
interventions to enhance coping and behavioral 
skills. 
 
Outreach to parents. 
 
Facilitate psychological educational groups. 

 
Conduct trainings for staff and parents. 
 
Recommend referrals to military social services and 
other resources as needed.
